What does the word Kairos mean?


There are two Greek words for time.  One of then, with which we are all familiar, is “kronos” meaning linear time, hours, weeks, etc.  The other is “kairos”, used in the sense of time set by God for a particular occurrence.





“Kairos” was found to be a word of very special significance in the environment of the correctional institution where the word “time” carries so many special connotations.





The purpose of Kairos


The purpose of Kairos is to establish strong Christian communities among the population of Medium and Maximum Security sections of men’s and women’s correctional institutions, supporting fully the Restorative Justice Program, Unit management Program, and other rehabilitation programs in our institutions. 


 


Kairos is an interdenominational Christian Ministry.  Volunteers are drawn from a broad range of inter-denominational churches.  Each of us is called upon to lay down private agendas, die to ourselves, and serve with all our heart and mind.

Kairos “Inside”


An introductory 3-day weekend, described as a short course in Christianity, is held twice a year in most prisons listed, in co-operation with the Chaplain and Institution management, who carefully select 42 long-term resident leaders to attend the weekend. Care is taken to invite gang leaders and prisoners who have influence.  Renewal or change of behaviour observed in them, on a long-term basis, is a witness on its own.  There are many that have turned from being leaders of gangs, and years after are still God loving peaceful persons.  Some have been released, and are solid citizens integrated back into society.





The weekend is followed by establishing share and prayer groups that meet at least once a month, and in some cases weekly, to share their lives on a deep spiritual level and to pray with one another, for other residents and staff in the institutions.  Some even pray for our teams in preparation of next weekends.





In Gauteng, weekends have been held in 5 men’s and one female prison. 


We have been blessed by having been invited to extend the ministry to the Pretoria Female Prison for the first time in September 2005.  Our second team of ladies commenced their first team formation meeting on 9 July. 





Kairos “Outside” – a program for female family and friends





Kairos Outside is a special weekend retreat designed to support female loved ones of men and women who are or have been incarcerated.





Families of the incarcerated “do time” right along with their loved ones.  In a safe environment with loving people, women interact with other women who are in similar situations and learn to form small support groups for the challenges they face.





The 7th Kairos Outside is scheduled for November.  It is an opportunity for those who wish to participate in this ministry, but do not yet wish to enter a prison.  You will be blessed as you share in the pain of others, and give God’s love in return!

If you think that, you’ll do well to pay attention to Kahlil Gibran’s words, “To judge a man by his mistakes is like judging a sea by its foam ”. 


Jesus said, “Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved”…and…”As I have loved you, so you must love one another”





In the prison environment, to show LOVE is often interpreted as a sign of weakness.  It is thus a foreign concept at first, but soon residents ask questions like “ Why would you give up your home, 











In a past weekend in April, we had 39 residents for the weekend. We got exposed to the pain that many have and continue to suffer. Among these was a young man who had come to the weekend by “mistake”. After a day or so he approached a pastor and confessed that he had just joined a gang and had been commissioned to stab a person to prove his loyalty. He was saved from this life.





Another, testifying said with tears choking him, “This is the first time in four years that I have not had a nightmare about what I did”. 





Yet another old man stood up to say, “From today I give up this life and I take on a different life with God”. And then he immediately turned to his fellow residents and said, “Young men, do not waste your life, God is real. Do not wait until you are grey-haired like me before you recognise God”.  





Another, overwhelmed with emotion after reading a letter from a Sunday school kid said to me, “I have never read anything like this”.  And many simply could not keep tears from rolling from their eyes as they experienced the love of God. I can never repay Kairos for what it has done for me.  I came to the Kairos weekend filled with hate, anger and deceit.  I only came because I heard that there would be good food, but I didn’t want anybody in my face about God.  But as I began to hear these men talk about how God loved me so much that he sent Jesus, His own son to die in my place so that I would be free, something started to happen to me.  I began to experience a kind of love that I had never seen or felt before.  I now understand that it was the love of God, offered to me by His people.





I made a mess of my life and ended up in prison.  My family abandoned me and society had written me off.  I was worthless, and I felt that way.  Life had lost all meaning for me – I was like a balloon with nothing inside.  But these Kairos men fed me with the Word of God, and now I hunger after Him.  I will be forever grateful to Kairos for showing me that the way to freedom is through the cross of Christ.
